Going forward, the CCYFL will implement a few changes for our participants.  Prior to participating all players will be required to provide school enrollment documentation.

Those players enrolled in the 9th grade are not eligible!  Home School students must be monitored through a school district and will need to obtain enrollment documents to verify eligibility.

All participants must be enrolled and actively going to school.  In addition to this requirement, students in the 7th and 8th grade will be required to maintain a GPA of 2.0 or better.  Our organization works closely with the faculty at the various schools and we expect that participants will conduct themselves in a proper manner at school (i.e. suspended students will not be allowed to participate).
